Wyandotte County Boomer Survey

The Landon Center on Aging and eight other local organizations are conducting a community survey of people ages 45 and older to learn how they plan to live and work in the next stage of their lives. The survey is part of The Next Chapter Initiative of Wyandotte County, funded by the Jewish Heritage Foundation and the George H. Nettleton Foundation. 

According to Karen Hostetler, Next Chapter Coordinator, national surveys suggest that the “baby boomer” generation is approaching traditional retirement years differently than previous generations. Born between 1946 and 1964, baby boomers number 78 million nationally.  “There are over 42,000 baby boomers in Wyandotte County, and we want to know if people are thinking about new careers, job training, learning a new skill, participating in learning for personal enrichment, or ways to get more involved in their community,” said Hostetler.
