The Grayhawk Registry:  Healthy Older Adult Research Participants
Overview
The Grayhawk Registry is a list of adults over the age of 60, living in the KC metro area, who have agreed to be contacted about research projects.  The Registry currently has approximately 1000 members.

Any investigator with a KUMC HSC-approved project may request participants from the Grayhawk registry.  There is a cost of $8 per participant provided to the investigator.

In overview, the process of accessing the database is as follows:

1. An investigator submits a Grayhawk Registry Request Form along with any supplemental materials.

2. The Registry director approves the request or follows up with the investigator to obtain additional information before request approval.

3. Once the request is approved, Registry personnel will call registry members who meet the inclusion/exclusion criteria specified by the investigator.  This initial pre-screening phone call will identify people who are interested and willing to participate in a specific study.

4. Registry personnel will pass along to the investigator the names and contact information for potential participants.  An initial list of 5 names will be provided to the investigator in the form of an Excel file.  

5. The investigator is responsible for calling participants and scheduling specific appointments.  When more names are needed, the Excel file should be returned to Registry personnel, with information about the recruiting outcome for each person, along with any other information that might be useful to the Registry for future contact with the registry member.  A second set of five names will then be released to the investigator.
6. We expect that investigators will send each participant a letter confirming their appointment, name and contact information for the investigator, and instructions about where to meet the investigator on the day of testing.  A sample letter is provided for investigators’ use (see http://www.kumc.edu/astra/ResourcesResearches.htm.)
7. Registry personnel will continue to recruit until the study enrollment is filled.
