Definitions:
Sponsored Projects                                                                                    Sponsored Projects are externally-funded activities in which a formal written agreement, i.e. a grant, contract, or cooperative agreement, is entered into by KUMCRI and by the sponsor.  Sponsored projects typically have a specified statement of work with identified deliverables, allow for detailed financial accounting, and have a budget which includes direct and indirect costs of the research activity.

Subaward/Subcontract
Collaborative arrangement in support of a research project in which part of an activity is carried out through a formal agreement between a grantee and one or more other organizations.  Also known as consortium agreement.  It also means an award of financial assistance in the form of money, or property in lieu of money, made under an award by a recipient to an eligible subrecipient. The term includes financial assistance when provided by any legal agreement, even if the agreement is called a contract, but does not include procurement of goods and services.

Procedures:

All incoming Subaward/Subcontract agreements should be forwarded to Sponsored Programs Administration (SPA)/ spa@kumc.edu for review and acceptance.

All outgoing Subaward/Subcontract agreements shall be initiated by SPA and forwarded to the subrecipient for institutional sign-offs.  Please provide the required information to SPA for Subaward Agreement initiation.
