project funding.
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Note the Proposal
to Increase Delta Chapter
Fees: Delta Chapter Executive
Board is recommending a membership
fee increase of $5.00 per year. Currently
the regular member fee is $85.00 per
year. Of this amount, $65.00 is
designated as International’s fee. The
remaining $20.00 supports Delta
Chapter. For the Chapter to remain
solvent and continue with our proposed
program objectives, the Executive Board
has recommended we increase our fees
from $20.00 to $25.00 per year. This
would raise the total cost of membership
to $90.00 per year.
Why? According to STTI Bylaws, chapter
fees can only be increased once every two
years. If we do not increase fees now, the
next chance will not be until 2010.
The last time Delta Chapter raised its local
chapter fees was over 10 years ago. Since
that time Delta has added programs to
increase our presence, e.g., research
awards, community events, and
publications. All of these programs are
necessary in order to receive a Chapter
Key Award. Delta Chapter continues to

experience an annual rise in the fixed costs

of operating the business of the chapter.
