A record number of over 2,100 nurses attended 
Sigma Theta Tau International’s 37th Biennial 
Convention in Toronto, Canada, November 1-5, 
2003.  Delta Chapter was one of the 389 
chapters represented at the Biennial Convention. 
Sharon Kumm and I were pleased to represent 
the Chapter as two of the 720 delegates to the 
House of Delegates. Other members from Delta 
Chapter attending the 37th Biennial Convention 
were Rita Clifford, Carol Elliott, Kathy Fletcher, 
Deb Kenny, and Judy Warren. 
 
One of the highlights of the Biennial Convention 
was receiving our 6th Key Award.  The Chapter 
Key Award, established in 1991, honors chapters 
who excel in chapter-related activities such as 
membership recruitment, publicity and 
programming, and professional leadership 
development.  Delta Chapter was one of 24 
chapters who received the Key Award in 
Toronto.  Only two chapters have received 7 Key 
Awards.  Delta Chapter did not apply for the 
initial Key Award in 1991.  The process of putting 
the key award application together gives our 
chapter an opportunity to reflect on our 
accomplishments and identify areas for 
improvement in preparation for the next biennium.
